BACKGROUND:
(1)  Reference:  ARNG-HRH 24 July 2012 State Wide Vacancy Announcement (SWVA) Procedures (PPOM #12-057).
(2)  Background:  KSARNG has been unable to fill the below critical NCO vacancies IAW AR 600-8-19 and the KSARNG MOI for 2013 EPS Board, to include Annex F, Exhausted Procedures.  Thus, this SWVA is hereby implemented to identify and assign Soldiers to voluntarily fill a Traditional NCO vacancy.
(3)  These are Traditional “M-Day” positions.  These are NOT full-time positions.

DUTIES:
The TMDE maintenance support specialist performs and supervises duties involving the calibration and repair of general purpose TMDE, selected special purpose TMDE, Radiation Detecting, Indicating, and Computing (RADIAC) equipment, calibration standards and accessories. Operate TMDE and calibration standards. Operates and performs preventive maintenance and checks and services (PMCS) on assigned vehicles and equipment. Installs, operates and performs PMCS on power generators. Supervises and performs all duties of skill levels one and two. As team chief and senior NCO on an ATST, supervises and manages TMDE calibration and repair support field and sustainment level maintenance for all supported organizations. Maintains hand receipt for ATST. Develops and implements standard operating procedures related to shop safety and TMDE calibration and repair. Coordinates with Sustainment Brigade and supported units for turn in and pick up of TMDE.  Direct procedures for receipt, storage, inspection, testing, and repair of items. Establishes priorities within the ATST and distributes workload to the team. Responsible for ensuring that re-certification of team calibration standards is accomplished by the Area Calibration Laboratory. Develops and directs the ATST quality assurance, quality control (QA/QC) program, performs duties as ATST QA/QC inspector, and implements quality control procedures. Oversees maintenance records and calibration reports within the ATST and provides reports to higher headquarters to include Sustainment Brigade and the U.S. Army TMDE Activity (USATA). Ensures all procedures and records pertaining to radiation safety, and the calibration program, are implemented and maintained in accordance with U.S. code, Federal, and Army regulations. Organizes and conducts on the job training (OJT) programs. Demonstrate proper maintenance and troubleshooting techniques. Enforce proper work practices. Prepares maintenance reports and develops load plans. Coordinates the movement of ATST radioactive source and supervises the calibration and repair support of RADIAC equipment. Acts as the local radiation protection officer (LRPO) and performs custodial duties for the unit's radioactive calibration source.

SPECIFICATIONS:
(1) Applicants must be 94H qualified or eligible to become 94H qualified.
(2) A physical demands rating of Heavy and a (PULHES) of 212221
(3) Normal Color Vision Not Required
(4) In order to attend a 94H MOS producing school, applicants must meet the minimum ASVAB scores.
	(a) A minimum score of 110 in aptitude area EL in Armed Services Vocational aptitude Battery (ASVAB) tests administered prior to 2 January 2002.
	(b) A minimum score of 107 in aptitude area EL on ASVAB tests administered on and after 2 January 2002.
(5) U.S. Citizen
(6) Individual must have a current, passing APFT and must meet height/weight standards prescribed in AR 600-9 to be selected for this position.
(7) Applicants flagged in SIDPERS for any reason will not be selected for this position.

(9) Any falsification of the eligibility requirements will result in immediate disqualification and release from the position.
(10) Upon selection and subsequent acceptance, the selected Soldiers will be assigned to the valid vacancy.  Soldiers accepting positions outside the normal driving distance will be counseled prior to issuing transfer orders.  Once selected and assigned under this SWVA, the following requirements must be met prior to executing promotion orders for Soldiers who are non-duty MOS qualified, fail to have the requisite NCOES, and/or fail to meet the zone of consideration (TIG/TIS/CES) criteria.  Promotion orders will not be issued until all regulatory requirements are completed per AR 600-8-19, Chapter 7.
	a)  Duty MOS Qualification:  Soldiers selected by this SWVA must agree to become MOS qualified within 1-year of assignment.  This includes completing any additional requirements associated with awarding the new MOS such as security clearance.  JFHQ G1 may approve an extension beyond one year period based training seat availability, mobilization, or other administrative processing requirements.
	b)  NCOES/SSD:  Soldiers selected by this SWVA must agree to complete all NCOES requirements for the duty position advertised by this SWVA within one year of assignment.  This includes SSD 1 for consideration for E5, SSD 3 for consideration for E7, and SSD 4 for consideration for E8.  JFHQ G1 may approve an extension beyond one year period based on training seat availability or other extenuating circumstances beyond the Soldiers Control.
	c)  Zone of Consideration:  If applicable, Soldiers selected by this SWVA will be promoted upon award of 94H MOS/CPMOS, completion of any required NCOES or SSD, and placement on the promotion list (must be boarded and listed on EPS list following scheduled boards).  Once the Soldier is on the promotion list, the Soldier may be promoted out of sequence because their original selection was against an exhausted promotion list.
	d)  Commanders are authorized to reassign a Soldier to a position commensurate with their current grade and qualifications if they fail to meet the conditions of the SWVA selection (i.e., fault of the Soldier).
