RELEASE REPORT 
July 1 – September 30, 2016

The Kansas Division of Emergency Management (KDEM), the Kansas Department of Health and Environment (KDHE), and the Kansas Corporation Commission (KCC) are reporting that there were approximately 401 releases reported for the period of July 1 through September 30, 2016.

Spills are reported to KDEM, KDHE, and the KCC. Each agency has their own requirements and thresholds for reporting spills or releases.  Any spill or air release that exceeds the Reportable Quantity (RQ) for a hazardous chemical listed in the Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA’S) SARA Title III List of Lists (LOL) is reportable to KDEM.  Any spill or release that involves water or soil is required to be reported to KDHE.  Spills or releases at oil and gas exploration and production sites are required to be reported to the KCC.   In the second quarter, KDEM received 24 notifications that exceeded the RQ.  This is up 26% from the second quarter of 2016.  KDHE received 137 release notifications, which is down .04% from the second quarter of 2016. The KCC received 236 spill notifications. This figure is down 3% from the second quarter of 2016.

Total quantity of chemicals released in the second quarter of 2016 for KDEM is 303,824 lbs, KDHE 228,730 lbs, and KCC 6,236,109 lbs.  This culminates in a total of 6,828,663 lbs of released material for the second quarter. Note that contaminated waste water and saltwater comprise 78% of the total amount of material released.
