RELEASE REPORT 
January 1 – March 31, 2016

The Kansas Division of Emergency Management (KDEM), the Kansas Department of Health and Environment (KDHE), and the Kansas Corporation Commission (KCC) are reporting that there were approximately 328 releases reported for the period of Jan 1st through Mar 31, 2016.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Spills are reported to KDEM, KDHE, and the KCC. Each agency has their own requirements and thresholds for reporting spills or releases.  Any spill or air release that exceeds the Reportable Quantity (RQ) for a hazardous chemical listed in the Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA’S) SARA Title III List of Lists (LOL) is reportable to KDEM.  Any spill or release that involves water or soil is required to be reported to KDHE.  Spills or releases at oil and gas exploration and production sites are required to be reported to the KCC.   In the first quarter, KDEM received 22 notifications that exceeded the RQ.  This is down 53% from the fourth quarter of 2015.  KDHE received 110 release notifications, which is down 15% from the fourth quarter of 2015. The KCC received 196 spill notifications. This figure is up 22% from the fourth quarter of 2015.
 
KDEM releases occurred in 6 of the 105 counties in Kansas, while KDHE releases occurred in 50 counties, and KCC releases occurred in 64.  The top counties with the most spills or releases reported to KDEM, KDHE and KCC are below.

Total quantity of chemicals released in the first quarter of 2016 for KDEM is 167,725 lbs, KDHE 384,295 lbs, and KCC 2,795,682 lbs.  This culminates in a total of 3,347,702 lbs of released material for the first quarter of 2016.  Note 80 % of the total is brine/saltwater.
